Sarawak Indonesia; and Pacific Islands (this last section notably smaller than the others). There's a good range of
pieces and materials represented, and each section has at |east afew photos of the ethnic peoples themsel ves wearing
similar pieces of jewelry so that one gets the sense of what they look like in their original contexts.
